Palestine, which was occupied by the twelve
tribes, 'The Baron’s intention is ta graut to
the rich Israelites who are scattered about in
different parts of the world, portioas of that
fine country, where he proposes to establish
seigniorities, and te give them as far as pos-
sible, their ancientand sacred laws.
