During the Presi
dency ot Washington, that “'truest” of all dem-
ocrats” in any constitutional sense of the word,
bilis to the amount of fhree fhousend dollars had
been drawn on the collector of Tappahaniock, and
bad been returned protested.

No, fellow-citizes, you feel and know—Tsce you
Jo—that the first baso word hod hardly -escaped
the lips of the tempter before he would have pray-
ed—pethaps the earfiest and anly prayer of his
lite—thot the earth might open and ingulf him!

The few cases, mere samples of a multitude,
which have been cited, exhibita picture that can
searcely be madd darker than itis. But a few
touches must be ndded, The present Chief Ma-
gistrite, when a Senator of the United States, was
ane of a commiitee which reported the noted bill
«for secoring in office fuithiul ‘collectors and di
bursers of the revenue, and displacing defoulters.’™*
He was afterwards o prominent member of an Ad
ministration whose practice directly reversed the
doctrines of the bill; which * displaced fuithful
collectors,” &e. and © secured in office ¢ dofuul-
ters.””  Waen he became himself the head of the
Government, he “curied out” this ¢ policy” by
retaining in office Boyd, Spencer,end the like.
And yet, it would scemn, that in theory he was still
wedded to the doctrines of his report; for, in his
message of December 4, 1838, he shudders “at
the impropriety of diverling public n.oney to pri-
vate purposes,”” and even urges on Uongress that
“the application of public money by an officer of
Government to private uses should be made a felo-
ny, and visited with severe and ignominious pun-
ishmenl.”  Thus, on his own showing, men whom
he kept in offices of high frust und responsibility
deserved to be in the penitentiary. Ys it conceiv-
able that a President \\'lhn feared lo displace official
robbers lest their removal should *“produce excite-
ment,” and becauso they had “ warm and influen-
tial friends,” would dare to enforce new penal laws
azainst them?  No. But, while he denounced the
offence, and thus got credit, like Joseph Surface, for
a fine « sentiment,” he hugged the offender. In
the Blue Book for September, cighteen !1\mdred
and thirty-seven, and in the Blue Baook for Sep-
tember, ‘eighteen hundred and thirty-nine, you
wilt find the name of * John Spencer’ as receiver
of the laud office at Fort Wayne, Indiana.

Rohan Folatoes.

Ttis conceded, 1 believe, by every one who has
cultivated the Rohan potatoe, that they are all
*that they have been cracked up to be,”” and no

we have very flattering accounts of their great and
extraordinaty yield; more particulady the large
quantity of serd planted. Some bave measured
the ground where a smail patch has been harvest-
ed, weighed and measured the produce, nad then
made a calculation of what an acre would pro-
duce af the sume rale, which exceeded 1400 bus
els! Now, allowing them to yield eniy one hail
that amount, they would then exceed any other va-
riely that has ever fallen under my observation. It
is true, lhey reqrire zood coil, good treatment, and
a liberal ailowance of manurzy; and let me ask
what variety does not require the same treatment
to ensure a grood crop?

Some contend that they are nothing more nor
less than the * Merino,” under a new name. Al
examination of the tuhers, would, 1 think, convinu
the_greatest sceptic, that they are quite a different
variety. ‘The color,! readily admit, is very similar
to the * Merino,” asthey are called, but the form
of the tubers are quite different; being generally
something in the shape of the pine apple; besides,
there are many mare eyes, and move deeply in-
dented, in which respect they more closely resemn.

Many people find it difficult to clean onion
seed; my method is to rub the seed from the hully
—shake it in a pan or other vessel and take off o
much chaff as can be separated conveniently upoy
the top from the sced. The vessel is then fle]
with water, the blighted seed anu chaf’ swim upoy
the top and casily separate from the plomp seel
which sink to the bottom. The seed thus cleaned
is found to be all good.
I have obtained from about nine squsre rods of
around which [ commonly sow with onions, finm
thirty to forty bushels in a year.  This ground is
neither dry nor wet—about the right kind to pro.
duce Indian corn,  For about 15 years I have pat
two ox loads of green monure late in the fall upon
it and ploughed the manure under.
In the spring following. as snon as the frost leaves
the groundl sometimes plough, and at olber times
without ploughing, rake the ground over inone tht
bed. T mark the rows straight through the bed by
the edge of narrow boards leaving thet about cight
inches apart. 1 have usually prepared the bed and
sowed it in hall o day with my own hands, ussisl.
ed by aboy from seven to ten yearsol age, who
covers the seed. I am satisfiéd that by sowing
early, the flies are not so apt 1o destroy the plants.
The onions ripen in my garden about the middleof
September.  Unripe onions I find are burely worlh
carrying into the sellar. I 'sow my garden with no
other machinery than was invented by Adam when
he was placed in the garden
