This custom was instituted in
in or ahont the year 1111, by Robert,
san of Richard Fitz Gilbert Tarle of
Clare. and requires that if any marrl
ed couple would take the preserilied
oath, whichi follows, kneeling upon
two barc stones within - the church
«toor, before the prior and brethren,
they should havea gammon of hacon
frecly delivered to them, which is done
with great ceremony.
