M'Comb, by one of the party who was 
with him.- The crent was connected 
with that predatory system which the In­ 
dians hare pursued for some time upon 
the Islands in the mouth of the River, 
and which, if not checked, will be attend­ 
ed with still more disastrous consequen­ 
ces to them. I state these facts, not in 
consequence of the representation which 
I had the honor to receive from you, but 
merely in justice -to Mr. M'Comb, that 
erroneous impressions may not prevail 
with respect to hip conduct in the busi­ 
ness.

The terms of his letter prevent me from 
taking any notice of it. Upon the gener­ 
al relation of the Indian tribes to our res­ 
pective governments, and. the right of 
inutnal interference, sach misunderstand­ 
ing has -prevailed, and lam so anxUus 
to remove all collision as well of senti­ 
ment as of action, that I will take the li­ 
berty of stating my opinion upon the 
subject. The jurisdiction of the United 
States and of Great Britain within their 
territorial limits is exclusive. If the In­ 
dians residing under the protectionupf ei­ 
ther, are injured, they must apply for re* 
dress to the government of the country 
within which they live, and can obtain 
only that redress which Us laws prescribe. 
If an Indian it injured in his person or his 
property within, this territory, our laws 
have amply provided for the punishment 
of the offender, and the redress of the 
party injured. We dp not acknowledge 
in principle', nor shall we ever admit in 
practice, the right of any foreign autho­ 
rities to interfere in any arrangement or 
discussion between us and ̂  the Indians 
Jiving within our territory. Any other 
principle; would render the sovereignty, 
of the United States merely nominal;   
«nd by giving tQ,,tne:«.gen^s of another 
governtheht the -'0ght of' interfering, 
would lay the foundation for continual

"Whereas, a reward of five hundred 
dollars has been offered hy the magis 
trates of the western district of Upper 
Caijada, for Uin apprehension of the per­ 
son alledged to have murdered an Indi­ 
an on the 4th inst.van the navigable wa­ 
ters of the Detroit liver, and for secur­ 
ing him in any jail in that province; and 
whereas, the Indian io question was kill­ 
ed while in a canoe, within a few rods of 
Grosn Isle, by a man upon that Island, 
and as it is stated, while in the act of 
presenting his gun at one of the party, 
which was with him; and whereas, the 
Island of Gross Isle is in this temtoiy, 
and the right of the United States (o its 
jurisdiction has "never been contested, 
and the Indian at the time he was killed 
was a considerable distance on the west 
side of the middle of the water commu­ 
nication between Lakes Eric and Huron, 
which forms the boundary between the 
U. States and the possessions of his. Bri­ 
tannic majesty. .
  Now, therefore, that pretensions so un­ 
founded may be resisted, and attempts 
so unjustifiable may be repelled; that 
th'e people of this territory may not be 
transported to a foreign country for acts 
committed here; and that the Indians 
residing within the United States, may 
not he taught.to look' to the agents of a- 
nother government for that protection 
arid redress which our laws so fully af­ 
ford, and a foreign influence thereby ac-^ 
quired and exer'cised over them as in­ 
compatible w\th the sovereignty of the 
United States,^ it is with the amicable 
relations exiting between them and G.

It Was with the 
greatest dilHcu'ty I could prevent the 
men in the boat from firing upon them af­ 
ter the first one had fired. I then order­ 
ed the men. to ff.tuni with hie to the boat, 
k we proceeded on our. way to the house. 
This, sir, "U a true statement of facts ; Sc, 
permit me to'add, that I have often been 
annoyed by these insolent fellows, \\ho 
have heretofore been instrumental in 
killing my cattle on the Inland.
