The final film in the spring 2002
Africana Film Series is “Flame,” which
will be shown Tuesday, May 14, in the
Lane University Center’s Atkinson Room
(201).

“Flame” is a tribute to women fighters
in the Zimbabwean liberation struggle of
the 1960s and 1970s that culminated in
the independence of Zimbabwe from
white minority rule in 1980. The film is
the story of two close friends, Florence,
impulsive and brave, and Nyasha,
scholarly and cautious, whose involve-
ment in the war of liberation leads to
very different outcomes. In 1975, while
still teenagers, they join the
Chimurenga, the Zimbabwean freedom
struggle, at its camps in Mozambique;
Florence assumes the war name, “Flame,”
while Nyasha chooses “Liberty.” We
watch as they grow into confident
women, training as soldiers and learning
about their political rights.

CTNS, based upon these further
course improvements and the successful
re-offering of the course, named both
professors as the 2002 Development
Grant recipients.

Half of the original award, $5,000,
was donated to the FSU Ort Library for
about 300 new books in the field of
science and religion.

The U.S. Department of State, the J.
William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship
