Personal Counseling
Groups and Workshops

FSU Counseling and Psychological
Services offers a variety of groups for
students each semester.

An initial
consultation is necessary.

Grief and Loss Group: This group is
for students who have experienced the
loss of a significant individual in their
lives. The group will focus on issues
related to the grief and healing process.

Personal Growth and Development
Group: Interested in finding your
potential? This group is structured to
help individuals who are seeking a
personal growth opportunity.

Women'’s Issues Groups: These
groups for women will allow each
member to address her own unique
issues, and share, process and problem-
solve within a group context. Women
can learn to improve their self-confi-
dence, assertiveness, and relationships
by sharing with others who have
endured similar experiences.
